Kolot (Voices to End Domestic Abuse in the Jewish 
Community) presents "Flowers Aren't Enough."  
This play (view clips from movie), written and 
perfomed by Naomi Ackerman includes audience 
discussion.  Flowers Aren't Enough is a monologue 
that tells the story of Michelle, a young woman 
from an upper-middle class family who finds 
herself in an abusive relationship. We follow her 
relationship from it's beginning, where love and 
attention cause Michelle to excuse and overlook 
abuse. Michelle describes how her partner 
gradually managed to narrow her world and isolate 
her; how she slowly sank into a world of denial, 
guilt and despair; how she blamed herself for her 
partner's escalating violence. She explains why she 
could not bring herself to accept the help offered 
by social service workers. Michelle describes the 
roller coaster of violent quarrels and tearful 
making-up that became her life, until she had to 
make a change.  Ms. Ackerman is a graduate of 
Hebew University, Nissan Nativ Acting Studio, and 
holds teaching credentials.  She is also a conflict 
resolution specialist working throughout the world 
to create drama dealing with social change, gender 
and educational issues.  On Monday, March 17 
from 7-9pm, there is a Teen Interactive 
Relationship Workshop with Naomi.  This is Free, 
and snacks are served.
